Call to Order

Approval of Minutes

The minutes for January 26, 2012 were approved with no corrections. Connie Bracher moved and Leslie Dodge-Taylor seconded to accept the minutes. 
Correspondence & Announcements by MAC members

Connie Bracher would like to see all of the community committees reporting at the MAC meetings, this way the public can attend one meeting and be informed of what is going on around town. Connie Bracher moved and Bob Yeomans seconded. 
Derek Liestra announced that the “Conquer the Mountain” bicycle event will need to be rescheduled because of another cycling event scheduled on the same day. It will be rescheduled for sometime in September or October and a press release will be sent out when the date is final. 
Presentation: 

Lake Gregory Improvement Committee
Rick Dinon presented an overview of the progress made by the Committee. The California Department of Safety of Dams reviewed the seismic evaluation presented from the committee, and came back with some cosmetic suggestions. The evaluation was turned around and there is now an approval of the seismic evaluation of the dam. The next step is an engineering evaluation on how to fix the dam. The committee’s goal is to get a proposal back to the California Department of Safety of Dams in two months to remediate the seismic issues with the dam. The California Department of Safety of Dams performed a surprise inspection of the dam and the dam got good marks. The County is working on submitting proposals for grants for the dam and the deadline is March 2, 2012. An engineering proposal for the dam has been submitted to the California Department of Safety of Dams. 
Presenter: Rick Dinon
Lake Gregory Ball Field:
Mick Hill discussed the current situation regarding the Lake Gregory Field. The main issue is that this field is not generating revenue. This field needs to generate revenue, so there cannot be any events such as weddings that do not generate revenue. Regional Parks needs to cut $12 million out of their account so there will need to be other revenue for this park. Parks and recreation is not giving the County any money to operate the field and the County needs money to operate the field. Leslie Dodge-Taylor made a motion that the MAC members send a letter of recommendation to the Board of Supervisors requesting that the field not be renewed to Park and Recreations. Bob Yeomans seconded this motion. Connie Bracher and Derek Liestra Voted no on this motion. There was a new motion to have the Supervisor re-evaluate the lease agreement with Park and Recreation prior to renewing the lease. Connie Bracher moved the motion and Leslie Dodge-Taylor seconded the motion.
