1. The County is currently self-insured for vehicle liability including bodily injury and property damage.

2. Volunteers who use a County automobile or their own automobiles in the performance of their duties must have a valid California Driver's License and carry automobile liability insurance at least equal to the minimum requirements of the California Vehicle Code.  Volunteers who do not meet the above requirements shall not be permitted to use private vehicles on County business until such requirements are met (County Policy 12-02). Department Heads are responsible for enforcing this limitation.

3. Articles carried in motor vehicles, such as County-owned books and equipment, are considered cargo and are not a part of automobile theft coverage but are covered under the County's All Risk Coverage on County personal property, if vandalized.  There is no theft coverage on County personal property.

4. Volunteers shall not carry passengers in a County automobile except Department of Behavioral Health employees.

5. All losses or injuries by members of the public shall be reported to the Human Resources-Risk Management Division.  Volunteers are not to make any admission of liability nor assume responsibility of the accident, unless authorized by Risk Management Division.
