The County of San Bernardino is pleased to support Senate Bill 986, legislation providing necessary
clean-up to the redevelopment dissolution bill, Assembly Bill 1x 26.

As you know, billions of dollars in unspent redevelopment bond proceeds are at risk of not being
spent on their intended use as a result of the redevelopment dissolution process. Senate Bill 986
provides targeted and clarifying language to specifically address the handling of those proceeds,
seeking to protect the monies, by deeming them encumbered, thereby protecting their intent and the
original project.
