H.R. 1963 – A bill to amend the Water Conservation and Utilization Act to authorize the 
development of non-federal hydropower and issuance of leasing of power privileges at 
projects constructed pursuant to the authority of the Water Conservation and Utilization 
Act and to first offer the lease of power privilege to an irrigation district or water users 
association operating the applicable transferred conduit, or to the district or association 
receiving water from such conduit.

H.R. 899 - Unfunded Mandates Information and Transparency Act of 2013 (Subject to a 
Rule) The bill expands and modifies the Unfunded Mandates Reform Act by requiring 
that independent agencies also determine whether their proposed rules will impose 
unfunded mandates on the private sector or state and local governments, by requiring 
that reviews by all agencies determine the indirect costs of proposed rules, and by 
requiring agencies to conduct retrospective analyses of existing rules if requested by 
congressional leaders.
