Wildlife Without Borders Amphibians in Decline

The Wildlife Without Borders Amphibians in Decline program will fund projects that conserve the
world’s rapidly declining amphibian species. Species eligible for funding are those frogs, toads,
salamanders, newts, and caecilians that face a very high risk of extinction in the immediate
future. Species should meet the criteria to be listed as Critically Endangered or Endangered on
the International Union for the Conservation of Nature (IUCN) Red List. Species listed as Data
Deficient on the IUCN Red List are also eligible if the applicant can provide information that
suggests a similar urgency for conservation action. Species listed as Extinct in Wild are eligible
if the applicant is proposing a reintroduction attempt. The goal of this grants program is to
reduce threats to highly endangered amphibians in their natural habitat. Proposals should
identify specific conservation actions that have a high likelihood of creating durable benefits.
Project activities that emphasize data collection and status assessment should describe a direct
link to management action, and explain how lack of information has been a key limiting factor for
management action in the past. Proposals that do not identify how actions will reduce threats, or
do not demonstrate a strong link between data collection and management action, have a lower
likelihood of being selected. Proposed project work should occur within the species range, or, if
work is to be conducted outside of the range, the proposal should show a clear relevance to its
conservation. Proposals that emphasize exsitu conservation and captive management have a
lower likelihood of being selected.

Dr Pepper Snapple Group and KaBOOM! are offering grants of $15,000 to qualifying
organizations to use toward the purchase of playground equipment that will be built using the
KaBOOM! community-build model. The program is open to municipalities, neighborhood
associations, schools, day care centers, and nonprofit organizations in the United States without
a playground or with existing equipment that has become unsafe for children to use. Applicants
must own the land or possess a long-term lease and must obtain permission from the land
owner to construct a playground. The scope of the project must include a total playground
equipment purchase of between $24,000 and $40,000. Criteria used in the competitive selection
process include a demonstrated need for a playground in the community; the anticipated impact
the project will have on the community; it impact on low-income areas; capacity to engage the
community in planning and building the playground; capacity to generate matching funds to
support and complete the build within the grant period; and demonstrated enthusiasm for the
project and commitment to fulfill the requirements of the grant.

Research and Evaluation on Violence Against Women: Sexual Violence, Stalking, and
Teen Dating Violence

initial criminal justice responses to victims of sexual violence. Priority areas for research on
stalking are evaluating offender interventions specific to stalking behavior by current or former
intimate partners, and law enforcement and prosecutorial actions regarding particular stalking
issues. In the area of teen dating violence (i.e., adolescent relationship abuse), applications are
sought for additional waves of data for existing longitudinal projects.

NIJ seeks proposals to conduct research to evaluate how technology affects policing strategies
at the State, local, and tribal levels and the impact that technology has on policing outcomes. In
other words, policing organizations may implement new technologies within their departments
for the purpose of promoting public safety, enforcing the law, and/or preventing and detecting
crime. If successful, the new technology may lead to changes in policing strategies designed to
enhance positive policing outcomes (e.g., improving police response time or reducing targeted
crimes).

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TRANSPORTATION

Transportation Investment Generating Economic Recovery (TIGER)

Projects that are eligible for TIGER Discretionary Grants (“Eligible Projects”) include, but are
not limited to: (1) Highway or bridge projects eligible under title 23, United States Code; (2)
public transportation projects eligible under chapter 53 of title 49, United States Code; (3)
passenger and freight rail transportation projects; and (4) marine port infrastructure investments.
Eligible applicants may submit, as a lead applicant, no more than three applications for
consideration; Any applicant that is applying for a TIGER TIFIA Payment must also submit a
TIFIA letter of interest along with their application; and funds must be obligated by September
30, 2013. The limited amount of time for which the funds will be made available means that
DOT will focus on the extent to which a project is ready to proceed with obligation of grant funds
when evaluating applications, and give priority to those projects that are ready to proceed
sooner than other competitive projects. To ensure applicants receive the most accurate
information possible, eligible applicants must contact DOT directly, rather than through
intermediaries, to get questions answered, set up briefings on the TIGER Discretionary Grants
selection and award process, or receive other assistance. Pre-applications must be submitted
by February 20, 2012, at 5 p.m. EST. The DOT pre-application system will open on or before
February 13, 2012, to allow prospective applicants to submit pre-applications. Applicants are
encouraged to submit pre-applications and applications in advance of the deadlines.
