CIG-Water Quality Credit Trading Markets Funding Opportunity  
The purpose of CIG is to stimulate the development and adoption of innovative conservation 
approaches and technologies, while leveraging the Federal investment in environmental 
enhancement and protection in conjunction with agricultural production. CIG projects are 
expected to lead to the transfer of conservation technologies, management systems, and 
innovative approaches (such as market-based systems) into NRCS policy, technical manuals, 
guides, and references or to the private sector. CIG does not fund research projects. Projects 
intended to test hypotheses do not qualify. CIG is used to apply or demonstrate previously 
proven technology. It is a vehicle to stimulate development and adoption of conservation 
approaches or technologies that have been studied sufficiently to indicate a high likelihood of 
success, and to be a candidate for eventual technology transfer or institutionalization. CIG 
promotes sharing of skills, knowledge, technologies, and facilities among communities, 
governments, and other institutions to ensure that scientific and technological developments are 
accessible to a wider range of users. CIG funds projects targeting innovative, on-the-ground 
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conservation, including pilot projects and field demonstrations. In FY 2012, CIG is offering a 
water quality credit trading systems funding category. Water quality credit trading markets are 
an emerging means to meet existing or potential Federal and State level water quality 
requirements. The overall goal of these grants is to support State agencies and/or other 
cooperating entities seeking to design and launch water quality credit trading markets between 
point and non-point sources. NRCS will accept applications for single or multi-year projects, not 
to exceed 3 years, submitted to NRCS from eligible entities including Federally recognized 
Indian tribes, State and local units of government, and non-governmental organizations and 
individuals.

Affordable Care Act - Maternal, Infant, and Early Childhood Home Visiting Research 
Program  
MCH Maternal, Infant, and Early Childhood Home Visiting (MIECHV) Research Program Within 
the MIECHV Research Program, funding is available in FY 2012 to support approximately two 
(2) extramural multi-year research projects. The MIECHV Research Program supports applied 
research relating to maternal, infant, and early childhood home visiting services which show 
promise of advancing knowledge about the implementation and effectiveness of home visiting 
programs designed to improve life outcomes among mothers, infants, and young children. 
Findings from the research supported by the MIECHV Research Program are expected to have 
potential for application in improving home visiting programs for mothers and children. By 
legislative statute, the MIECHV Research Program requires the use of random assignment 
designs to the maximum extent feasible. Research proposals should address critical home 
visiting questions, with the following as examples: o Testing the effectiveness of approaches to 
the implementation of evidence-based home visiting programs within communities; o Testing 
the efficacy of enhancements to evidence-based home visiting programs, including but not 
limited to: culturally appropriate adaptations; enhancements to address intimate-partner 
violence, substance abuse, and maternal or paternal health and wellbeing; or enhancements 
related to improving the participant outcomes or benchmark domains specified in the Maternal, 
Infant, and Early Childhood Home Visiting legislation (i.e., (1) Improve maternal and newborn 
health; (2) Prevent child injuries, child abuse, neglect, or maltreatment, and reduce emergency 
department visits; (3) Improve school readiness and achievement; (4) Reduce crime or 
domestic violence; (5) Improve family economic self-sufficiency; and (6) Improve coordination 
and referrals for other community resources and supports. Only public or nonprofit institutions of 
higher learning and public or private nonprofit agencies engaged in research or in programs 
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relating to maternal and child health and/or services for children with special health care needs 
are eligible. Entities directly involved in the operation of home visiting programs are not eligible 
to apply.

Ryan White HIV/AIDS Program Part D Grants for Coordinated HIV Services and Access to 
Research for Women, Infants, Children, and Youth 
The purpose of this funding opportunity announcement (FOA) is to solicit applications from 
organizations throughout the U.S. and its territories to provide family-centered primary medical 
care to women, infants, children, and youth (WICY) living with HIV/AIDS when payments for 
such services are unavailable from other sources. Funding is intended to improve access to 
primary HIV medical care for HIV-infected women, infants, children, and youth through the 
provision of coordinated, comprehensive, culturally and linguistically competent services. The 
entire Ryan White HIV/AIDS Program Part D is being re-competed through this FOA in order to 
respond to the changing HIV epidemiology and the National HIV/AIDS Strategy with the goal of 
providing comprehensive health care services for the WICY populations in areas of greatest 
need for services. Part D grantees are expected to provide HIV primary care, specialty medical 
care, and support services to the clients they serve. For the purpose of implementing programs 
funded by Part D, HIV primary medical care refers to outpatient or ambulatory care, including 
behavioral health, nutrition, and oral health services. Family-centered care refers to services 
that address the health care needs of the persons living with HIV in order to achieve optimal 
health outcomes. Specialty care refers to specialty HIV care and specialty medical care such as 
obstetrics and gynecology, hepatology, and neurology. Support services may include the 
following: -1 Family-centered care including case management. -2 Referrals for additional 
services including- (A) referrals for inpatient hospital services, treatment for substance abuse, 
and mental health services; and (B) referrals for other social and support services, as 
appropriate. -3 Additional services necessary to enable the patient and the family to participate 
in the program established by the applicant pursuant to such subsection including services 
designed to recruit and retain youth with HIV. -4 The provision of information and education on 
opportunities to participate in HIV/AIDS-related clinical research. National HIV/AIDS Strategy 
(NHAS) The National HIV/AIDS Strategy (NHAS) has three primary goals: 1) reducing the 
number of people who become infected with HIV, 2) increasing access to care and optimizing 
health outcomes for people living with HIV, and 3) reducing HIV-related health disparities. The 
NHAS states that more must be done to ensure that new prevention methods are identified and 
that prevention resources are more strategically deployed.
