vice possible. Such systems reduce reliance on paperwork
and can lighten workloads and administrative burdens. Chil-
dren and families, as well as State agencies, benefit from
streamlined, consumer-friendly systems. Funding from Cycle
Il can complement other efforts States have underway and
may also help modernize eligibility systems to effectively link
these systems to local communities. For example, these Cy-
cle Il grants could be used to help expand the use of online
applications and create electronic interfaces between health
clinics and State eligibility systems to help low-income fami-
lies navigate the enrollment and renewal process more easily
and to help States more efficiently process applications.
Funding may be used for projects that directly target families
and communities with appropriate messaging and application
assistance. However, such projects must do more than de-
velop and initiate new ways of marketing Medicaid and CHIP
to particular audiences. Applicants must describe how their
efforts will link eligible children to enrollment and how children
will be enrolled and/or retained in coverage.

A Grand Challenge for Development

USAID, Government of Norway, the Bill & Melinda Gates
Foundation, Grand Challenges Canada, and The World Bank
have joined together to launch Saving Lives at Birth: A Grand
Challenge for Development. Together, we are calling for
groundbreaking prevention and treatment approaches for
pregnant women and newborns in poor, rural communities
around the time of childbirth. Of the estimated 3.2 million still-
births, 3.6 million neonatal deaths and 360,000 maternal
deaths that occur globally each year, a major gap for inter-
vention exists around childbirth and in the early postnatal
period — a time when mothers and babies are most vulner-
able and global progress in reducing mortality has been par-
ticularly poor. This gap in interventions is particularly acute in
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poor, rural communities that are the most difficult to reach
and among women who are disadvantaged. Innovative
ideas that can leapfrog conventional approaches are critical
in this area. If we are to accelerate substantial and sustain-
able progress against maternal and newborn deaths and
stillbirths at the community level, we need innovative pre-
vention and treatment approaches across three main do-

Annual Surveys of Probation and Parole, 2011-2014
Solicitation

The Annual Probation Survey and the Annual Parole Sur-
vey are two separate data collections (collectively referred
to as P&P) through which BJS annually obtains data on
adults on probation and post-prison supervision (i.e., pa-
role). The P&P data are obtained from administrative data
maintained by state probation and/or parole agencies; mu-
nicipal, county, or court agencies; and the federal system.
Since 1980, BJS has used the P&P surveys to track the
growth of and change in the adult probation and parole
populations in the United States. Together, these two popu-
lations are known as the adult community corrections popu-
lation. Community corrections data from the P&P collec-
tions, data from the National Prison Statistics (NPS) collec-
tions (counts of adults incarcerated in federal and state
prisons), and jails data from the Annual Survey of Jails
(counts of persons in local jails) are used to estimate the
total adult correctional population in the United States. The
P&P surveys are BJS’s most frequent and comprehensive
source of information about offenders under community
supervision, which accounts for the largest segment of the
adult correctional population in the United States. At year-
end 2009, over 5.0 million adults were on community su-
pervision in the United States, including 4.2 million proba-
tioners and over 800,000 parolees. Seven out of 10 per-
sons under correctional supervision in the United States
lived in the community in 2009, rather than being incarcer-
ated in a prison or jail. The P&P surveys fill a valuable role
by annually documenting the number of persons in this
population, how the population has grown or declined,
movements onto and off community supervision, and char-
acteristics of this population. These surveys collect infor-
mation from large and small supervision agencies which
are located in state, municipal, county, and court agencies
and the federal government, and they have highly diverse
data collection systems and resources.

National Indian Nations Conference: Justice for Vic-
tims of Crime - OVC FY 11

The purpose of this cooperative agreement is to assist
OVC in planning and implementing the 13th National Indian
Nations Conference: Justice for Victims of Crime, which will

take place in 2012. The goal of this cooperative agreement is
to provide timely training, best practices, and resources to
increase and enhance the skills of victim service providers,
criminal justice professionals, and other allied professionals
in order to improve their response to the needs of AI/AN
crime victims. Objectives: The National Indian Nations Con-
ference is the largest and oldest Department-sponsored In-
dian Nations conference.

Issues addressed included vic-
tim issues within the tribal criminal justice system, service
delivery, advocacy strategies, responding to child abuse,
tribal community responsibility, working with victims and In-
dian nations, improving the criminal justice process, using
research and evaluation, safety for elders, working with do-
mestic violence victims, and working with law enforcement
and other allied professionals. Participants departed the con-
ference with solid tools to implement tested methods and
practices on providing services to Indian Country crime vic-
tims; increased knowledge of available federal, state, tribal,
and local resources; and information on current research find-
ings—all of which will inform and strengthen crime victim ser-
vice provider efforts.

Programmatic Learning for Prevention of, and Response
to, Gender-Based Violence in Disaster Situations
Applications submitted under this APS must address well-
defined GBV problems in natural disaster or conflict settings
and articulate clear linkages between identified problems,
proposed activities, and expected impacts. Programs may
address problems of gender-based violence impacting inter-
nally displaced persons, returnees, host communities, or
other communities affected by disasters in a manner that re-
spects the dignity of individuals and the cultures in which they
live. Programs should focus on addressing GBV problems
that have emerged or been exacerbated as a result of disas-
ter or conflict, meaning that persons’ vulnerability to GBV has
increased or that the threat of GBV has changed or in-
creased.

Acts of violence and abuse may include rape and
other forms of sexual violence, sexual abuse, sexual exploita-
tion, domestic violence, and other forms of physical or psy-
chological abuse.

“‘Reentry” is not a specific program, but rather a research-
driven process that starts when an offender is initially incar-
cerated and ends when the offender has been successfully
reintegrated in his or her community as a law-abiding citi-
zen. The reentry process includes the delivery of a variety
of research- and evidence-based program services in both
a pre- and post-release settings, designed to ensure that
the transition from prison or jail to the community is safe
and successful. Mentoring of offenders can be a significant
element of a successful reentry strategy. The goal of this
program is to promote more effective and successful reen-
try for offenders through the establishment and mainte-
nance of pre- and post-release mentoring relationships.
The objectives of this program are to establish or improve
the administration of mentoring programs, including the
expansion of mentoring strategies and program design;

Mentoring is a
process for the informal transmission of knowledge, social
capital, and the psychosocial support perceived by the re-
cipient as relevant to work, career, or professional and per-
sonal development with the primary goal of preparing an
offender (pre-release) for reentry and supporting him/her
during the reentry process to enhance success. Mentoring
involves communication and is relationship-based. Mentor-
ing can take many forms: it may consist of a one-to-one
relationship or can sometimes occur in a smaller group
setting. Mentoring must be delivered/ provided in both a pre
-release and post-release environment for all participants.

As the population of older Americans age 60 and older in-
creases, the problem of elder abuse, neglect, and exploita-
tion continues to grow.

The proposer must
clearly define the uniqueness of the system and how the sys-
tem would be integrated with existing Roadway Worker Pro-
tections (rules and procedures of the transit agency where
the demonstration will take place) for track workers. The pro-
posed system shall be designed with, but not limited to, fea-
tures that would enhance safety by warning work crews of on
-coming trains, notifying operators when approaching a work
zone or workers on the tracks, informing wayside workers
when conditions change in the field (e.g., trains running in a
reverse direction, cancellation or changes in track rights) and
monitoring the location of the work crew in real-time from an
Operations Control Center (e.g., track inspectors, maintain-
ers, and other roving crews). Also, the proposed system
should be designed to work with revenue and non-revenue
equipment, as well as with ease of service, ease of mainte-
nance and high reliability in mind, while limiting adverse im-
pacts to system performance. The scope of this effort is to
improve the safety of transit workers, specifically right-of-way
safety for rail transit workers through innovative use of new/
advanced technologies to reduce the hazards associated with
working on or around the right-of-way.
