Project Description: The proposed Project is comprised of the following elements:

1. General Plan Amendment to change the existing land use designation from
Bloomington/Residential 1-acre minimum lot size-additional agricultural overly (BL/RS-
1AA) and Bloomington/institutional (BL/IN) to Bloomington/Industrial (BL/IC) on
approximately 34.54 acres;

2. Tentative Parcel Map 19635 to combine 17 parcels into one lot on 34.54 acres; and

3. Conditional Use Permit (CUP) to construct a 676,983-square-foot (ft?) industrial
warehouse building and associated facilities and improvements on 34.54-acres.  All
existing structures on the Project site would be demolished prior to Project construction.
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
