H1N1 Free Flu Shots Available in San Bernardino County on  
Saturday, November 7, 2009

FluMist vaccine will be available. Due to the limited supplies, only the following 
priority groups will receive the H1N1 vaccine:  
 

 Pregnant women,  

 People who live with or care for infants younger than 6 months of age,  

 Anyone from 6 months through 24 years of age, and  

 Anyone from 25 through 64 years of age with certain chronic medical conditions  
or a weakened immune system.  

 Health care and emergency medical personnel,

vaccine:

 Individuals 65 years of age and older are not in the priority groups and will not be 
eligible to receive the vaccine at this time.
