The task force estimates
thé state will receive a total
of $85billion in stimulus
money. The agency has in-
formation on various stimu-

lus-funded projects but does -

not have complete totals for
counties or other geographi-
cal regions within the state,
said task force spokeswom-

an Camille Anderson. The

agency is compiling more
thorough statistics and may
have those figures in its
quarterly report to the feder-
al government in October to
the federal government, she

; said.

WHERE IT’S GOING

In San Bernardino Coun-

"ty, the Community Action
. Partnership, an independent

nonprofit organization, will
spend $9.1 million stimulus
funds fo increase energy
efficiency by weatherizing

poor people’s homes. The
partnership received small-
er pots of federal money to
provide emergency food and
shelter to residents in need,
to identify and remove lead
and other hazardous sub-
stances from homes and to
offer other services.

The funding helps sustain
the region’s strained safety
net at a time when more and
more people are falling into
poverty and requesting help,
said Pafricia Nickols, chief
executive officer for San Ber-
nardino’s partnership.

Riverside’s Community-

Action Partnership is part of
the county and was awarded
$7.6 million for weatheriza-
tion work.

The two counties’ govern-
ments will be investing their
stimulus money in prevent-
ing homelessness, provid-
ing employment for young
people, training residents
who have lost their jobs,
feeding senior citizens and
more.

Riverside County is using
about $4.2 million in stimu-
lus funds to improve special-
needs care and other ser-
vices for foster children. San
Bernardino County is ex-

panding its preschool pro--

grams and renovating pre-
school facilities with about
$12.4 million.

Inland city and county law
enforcement agencies will
also receive about
$20 million in stimulus mon-
ey to keep officers on the
streets.

The recovery money also
pays for transportation and
utility projects from a free-
way interchange in Rubi-
doux to a pipeline for a
Temecula-ared water dis-
trict to trashcans and safety
upgrades at Riverside Tran-

sit Agency bus stops.

SOME LAYOFFS AVERTED

If the stimulus’ goal is to
jumpstart the economy with
a rush of new investment,
then the money may have
come at a bad time. But for
some struggling agencies, it
came just when they most
need if.

The governor signed a
budget package Tuesday
that slashes spending espe-
cially on social programs

and diverts revenue from
local governments, many al-
ready facing their own bud-
get crises.

Some Inland school dis-
tricts, including Riverside
and Temecula Valley, in-
jected stimulus money
straight into their budgets
for this fiscal year. The mon-;
ey offset state cuts and avert-
ed some layoffs, furloughs.
and other measures. Coro- .
na-Norco Unified School Dis- |
trict said it was able to save !
300 jobs.

Agencies that receive fed
eral money designated for [
specific purposes cannot'
simply replace what they
lost in state and local budget
cuts. )

For example, the state is
now cutting about
$528 million statewide from
CalWorks, the welfare-to-
work program administered |
by counties. Riverside Coun-|
ty’s Department of Public!
Social Serviees, which runs|
the county’s program, still!
does not know how much it
will have to cut, said deputy
director Sayori Baldwin. The
county’s CalWorks provides
financial support, job train-
ing and educational assis-
tance for poor, out-of- work
families.

At the same tnne that the’
state is' cutting from Cal«
Works, the federal govern- “
ment is giving the county: ]
$17 million in stimulus for,
the program, Baldwin said.
But the department may’
only use that money to start
a new subsidized employ-
ment offering for its Cal-
Works participants, she
said.

The new service will fund
temporary jobs for Cal-|
Works clients at goverhment ;
and nonprofit agencies, |
where the workers will re- !
ceive on-the-job training in |
key skills, Baldwin said.

The subsidized employ- |
ment provides great oppor- |
tunities, but its high cost
means only a limited num-
ber of CalWorks clients will
he able to participate, she
said. Meanwhile, state cuts
will reduce what’s available
to the remaining CalWorks :
farnilies, she said.
