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The Department of Behavioral Health (DBH) retains records in compliance
with the Code of California Title 22, §77143 (c):

e Patient health records or reproduction thereof, shall be safely
preserved for a minimum of seven years

e Following discharge of the patient, except that the records of un-
emancipated minors shall be kept at least one year after such minor
has reached the age of 18 years and, in any case, not less than
seven years

DBH has made the decision, with the advice of County Counsel, to keep their
“INACTIVE" records for 10 years, 3 years beyond regulations to protect for
potential law suits.

“INACTIVE” records include: patients’ or clients’ Mental Health Programs,
Drug & Alcohol Programs and closed contract programs

The purpose of this policy is to ensure the proper retention, storage, and
disposition of DBH Outpatient Medical Records according to Federal and
State requirements.

A. California Health Association recommends a longer retention period
for medical records of pregnant women receiving medical treatment
or medications during pregnancy; DBH will retain the medical
records of pregnant women for 25 years.

B. Juvenile court records under the FAST program are stored and
archived for minors differently from the general retention policy. DBH
retains these records until the youth reaches the age of 28. This
includes records that are closed and not sealed, closed and sealed,
and any mental health consultation and mental health services.
(Exception: when there is a court order to destroy medical
information, the Medical Record Supervisor will refer these
cases to the County of San Bernardino, Attorneys.)
