Ensure tight fitted lid to prevent
future contamination.

Inspector Comments: A thick pool of oil was observed below the deep fryers .

Excessive debris was observed below the main grill area.
Clean and maintain.

Surfaces underneath rack shelves were observed with stains and dirty residue. Clean and maintain.

Canopy-type hoods shall extend 6" beyond all
cooking equipment. All areas shall have sufficient ventilation to facilitate proper food storage. Toilet rooms
shall be vented to the outside air by a screened openable window, an air shaft, or a light-switch activated
exhaust fan, consistent with local building codes. (114149, 114149.1) Adequate lighting shall be provided
in all areas to facilitate cleaning and inspection. Light fixtures in areas where open food is stored, served,
prepared, and where utensils are washed shall be of shatterproof construction or protected with light
shields. (114149.2, 114149.3, 114252, 114252.1)

Inspector Comments: Make up air or air conditioning unit was also observed inoperable. Clean and
maintain.

Violation Description: An accurate easily readable metal probe thermometer suitable for measuring
temperature of food shall be available to the food handler. A thermometer +/- 2 F shall be provided for
each hot and cold holding unit of potentially hazardous foods and high temperature warewashing
machines. (114157, 114159)

Inspector Comments: Ensure all wiping cloth is emerge in sanitizer bucket after use. Observed 1 wiping
cloth at front counter.

45: Floors, walls and ceilings: built, maintained, and

Violation Description: The walls / ceilings shall have durable, smooth, nonabsorbent, and washable
surfaces. All floor surfaces, other than the customer service areas, shall be approved, smooth, durable
and made of nonabsorbent material that is easily cleanable. Approved base coving shall be provided in all
areas, except customer service areas and where food is stored in original unopened containers. Food
facilities shall be fully enclosed. All food facilities shall be kept clean and in good repair. (114143 (d),
114257, 114266, 114268, 114268.1, 114271, 114272) Cleaning must be an approved dustless method.
(114268.1) Mats and duckboards, if used, must be removable and easily cleanable. (114272) Open-air
barbecues or wood-burning ovens floor surfaces must extend a minimum of five feet and be impervious or
easily cleanable. (114143(d))

Inspector Comments: Clean and maintain walls and floors. Observed with heavy debris.
