Inspector Comments: Observed automatic dispenser quaternary sanitizer level above 400ppm. Adjust to
maintain quaternary sanitizer between 200 - 300 ppm. Until unit is adjusted add appropriate amount of
water to proper sanitizer level.

Observed no test strips for quaternary sanitizer in use. Provide and maintain use of test strips.

38: Adequate ventilation and lighting; designated area

POINTS | Compliance date not specified Violation Description: Exhaust hoods shall be provided to remove toxic gases, heat, grease, vapors and
smoke and be approved by the local building department. Canopy-type hoods shall extend 6" beyond all
cooking equipment. All areas shall have sufficient ventilation to facilitate proper food storage. Toilet rooms
shall be vented to the outside air by a screened openable window, an air shaft, or a light-switch activated
exhaust fan, consistent with local building codes. (114149, 114149.1) Adequate lighting shall be provided
in all areas to facilitate cleaning and inspection. Light fixtures in areas where open food is stored, served,
prepared, and where utensils are washed shall be of shatterproof construction or protected with light
shields.

Inspector Comments: Observed gaps in filters in ventilation hood. Corrected during inspection. Install
filters properly with no gaps for proper suction/air flow.

Observed no light shields on all light bulbs in back prep and storage area. Maintain shatter proof bulbs or
light shields.

POINTS | Compliance date not specified Violation Description: All food waste and rubbish shall be kept in leak proof and rodent proof containers.

Inspector Comments: Observed no lid on 1 of 2 dumpster in trash area. Provide dumpsters with lids.
