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SECTION 5. The Commission hereby directs that, following completion of the reconsideration
period specified by Government Code Section 56895(b), the Executive Officer is hereby directed to
initiate protest proceedings in compliance with this resolution and State law (Part 4, commencing
with Government Code Section 57000) and set the matter for consideration of the protest
proceedings, providing notice of the hearing pursuant to Government Code Sections 57025 and
57026.

SECTION 6. Upon conclusion of the protest proceedings, the Executive Offlcer shall adopt a
resolution setting forth her determination on the levels of protest filed a it withdrawn and setting
forth the action on the proposal considered.

SECTION 7. Upon adoption of the final resolution by the Executi either a Certificate of

Completion or a Certificate of Termination, as required by Gov
through 57203, and a Statement of Boundary Change, as rgé t Code Section
57204, shall be prepared and filed for the proposal.
