CANCELLATION/CHANGE/REFUND POLICY: Full refund of fees may be made if withdrawal is prior to ten (10) days
before camp begins. Six (6) to ten (10) days before camp begins, a refund of 75% of the fees may be made. Camp
registration payment is nonrefundable five (5) or fewer days prior to camp. The Museum reserves the right to cancel a
camp session. In case of cancellation, campers will be naotified in advance and full refunds will be made.
