10/5 The Registrar of Voters begins mailing vote by mail ballots.

10/5-11/03 Voters may cast their ballots at the Registrar of Voters office Monday through
Friday between 8 a.m. and 5 p.m. and until 8 p.m. on Election Day.

10/19 Last day to register to vote in this Consolidated Election. Voters who have
recently moved must inform the Registrar of Voters of their new address by
sending the new address information in writing or by re-registering by this date.

10/27 Last day to request a vote by mail ballot. Applications must be received by the
Registrar of Voters office no later than 5 p.m.
11/03 ELECTION DAY. Vote by mail ballots must be received at the Registrar of Voters

office or at any polling place in San Bernardino County no later than 8 p.m. on
Election Day. POSTMARKS DO NOT COUNT.
