LAKE ARROWHEAD HOUSE FIRE DISPLACES FOUR

Date/Time: Sat., Feb. 23, 7:30 p.m.

Location: Lake Arrowhead

Incident: Residential structure fire

Summary: 
An aggressive attack coordinated by San Bernardino County Fire Dept. crews checked a fast-spreading house fire Saturday evening. The blazed displaced four adults, all of whom escaped the home unharmed before fire personnel arrived. 

County fire responded to multiple calls of flames at a home on the 27000 block of North Bay Road, a major street on the west side of Lake Arrowhead. The first arriving engine reported a large column of fire emanating from the roof at the rear of the large three-story home, which was built into the hillside leading down from the road.

Fire crews advanced multiple hose lines into the home, opening holes in the walls above around the fireplace to find flames spreading quickly into the attic.  Once these areas were exposed, fire personnel were able to attack the fire and keep if from spreading to the rest of the home. The fire was declared under control at 7:36 pm, 17 minutes after the first engine arrived on scene.

While the origin of the fire appeared to have been near the fireplace, the exact cause and nature of the fire is still under investigation.

There was no fire threat to the forest or to adjacent structures.

At total of 17 fire personnel, including three engines and two ambulances and a battalion chief from Lake Arrowhead, and one engine from Crest Forest Fire, responded to the call.
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
