3.0 California GIS Council Update Ginger Ryba and Craig Gooch

Discussion:

The California GIS Council adopted a policy that included $4 million in funding for high resolution
orthophotos (the specifications of which have yet to be developed) and $400,000 per year for
administration costs. Additionally, CERES was endorsed as the States metadata server.

5.2 Data Subcommittee

Lisa Pierce discussed the status of the CAP grant that funded WRI metadata server and the
“Train the metadata trainers” workshop (see attached). A second metadata workshop will be
held after her training. Cameron Brown said that the SANBAG server will go live after
SANBAG completes its move to their new offices sometime in June. The connection to the
SANBAG map internet service via ArcCatalog is http://maps.sanbag.ca.gov. The account login
is “publish”and the password is “gis”. The connection, login, and password to the WRI site is
http://wri.csusb.edu, “publish”, “publish”.

Kevin Viera asked if Riverside County has explored metadata server issues. Jeff Letterman said
that they had (and do own the software), but implementation keeps falling behind to other
projects. He believes the County will likely be open to hosting other agencies’ metadata.

Craig Gooch asked about the structured plans that have been discussed by SCGC. It was noted
that we have looked at FGCD elements and a metadata (sub-)subcommittee is in place. The role
of CERES was discussed.

5.3 Technical Subcommittee

Ted Cronin spoke on OpenGIS, GML, and WMS; including their definitions, history,
specifications, and their role as it concerns this Council.
