A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHINO,
CALIFORNIA, REQUESTING THE LOCAL AGENCY FORMATION
COMMISSION TO TAKE PROCEEDINGS FOR A CITY BOUNDARY
AMENDMENT AND THE REORGANIZATION OF TERRITORY BETWEEN
THE CITY OF CHINO AND CITY OF CHINO HILLS.

WHEREAS, the City Councils of the City of Chino and the City of Chino Hills desire to

initiate

proceedings pursuant to the Cortese-Knox-Hertzberg Local Government

Reorganization Act of 2000 of the California Government Code for:

1. Sphere of Influence amendments for the City of Chino (red‘uction) and the City
of Chino Hills (expansion).

2. An annexation to the City of Chino Hills and Detachment from the City of Chino;
and

WHEREAS, the adjustment to the boundary between the two cities includes an area
totaling 9,360 square feet, located on the west side of Chino Creek Channel, south of
Chino Hills Parkway and east of Monte Vista Avenue; and

WHEREAS, the proposed boundary adjustment includes property, to be included in this
application to the Local Agency Formation Commission of the County of San Bernardino
(LAFCOQ), that is not inhabited, and a map of the boundaries is set forth in Exhibit "B" and

legally

described in Exhibit "A" attached hereto and made a part hereof; and

WHEREAS, the proposed reorganization will not conflict with any sphere of influence and
the proposed change includes amendments to the spheres of influence for the Cities of
Chino and Chino Hills; and

WHEREAS, the reasons for this proposed boundary adjustment between the City of
Chino and City of Chino Hills are as follows:

1. Assist property owners and public in understanding the Jurisdictional
boundaries between the City of Chino and the City of Chino Hills.

2. Create a logical boundary between the cities of Chino and Chino Hills that
conforms to existing geographical features (Chino Creek Channel).

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Chino City Council hereby:

1. Approves the proposed Sphere of Influence and Anrexatlenl[)etaqhmg%p

Proceedings; OPY OF THE ORIGINAL
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2. Consents to the detachment and annexation of 9,360 square feet of property
located on the west side of Chino Creek Channel, south of Chino Hills Parkway
and east of Monte Vista Avenue, to the City of Chino Hills;

3. Agrees to submit a joint application with the City of Chino Hills to be filed with
LAFCO and to include all filing fees and exhibits necessary to complete the
application; and

4. Accepts all standard conditions as required by LAFCO.
