Correspondence & Announcements by MAC members

Leslie Dodge-Taylor announced that next Friday is the Town Hall meeting about the fire parcel tax measure. There will be three meetings between 9 a.m. and 6 p.m.

Discussion Items:
Crestline/ Lake Gregory Façade & Aesthetic Project
Aaron discussed a marketing project that was done awhile back to rebuild the facades of the business districts in Lake Gregory and Crestline. This marketing project is still quite valid, besides the fact that the demographics have changed over the years. The project talked about a proposal to change and modernize the business districts and create more aesthetically pleasing themes such as a Swiss theme. He would not mind getting back into this project but the community would have to find funding sources such as grants. Aaron believes there is a potential for grants if the communities uses recycled materials and moves towards a “green” project. The council would like Lewis to look into the façade project that was offered awhile back where the County would fund part of the cost to redo the facades of business districts. The suggestion was brought up to create a committee. The Lake Gregory Committee is working out so well that we might want to consider something similar to that. Aaron offered to chair the committee if one was created for this purpose.
