Firefighters Rescue Family Dogs From Structure Fire
Date/Time: Friday February 12th, 2016, 5:30 PM

Summary:  

Just before 5:30 p.m. today San Bernardino County Fire received reports of a structure fire in the 12000 block of Hickory Ave. in the City of Victorville. Reports of residents still inside were taken while units were responding. First paramedic engine company, Medic Engine 314 arrived on scene within 6 minutes after dispatch and reported a single story residence with heavy smoke present in the home. County Fire crews quickly searched the structure and confirmed all residents were out. During the search two small dogs were located and returned safely to their family.

Fire Crews were challenged with multiple attic spaces in the structure and the fire was knocked down in approximately 15 minutes. County Fire responded with 3 paramedic engine companies, 2 paramedic truck companies, a fire investigator and a battalion chief for a total of 20 personnel. There were no injuries to firefighters or civilians and the cause is under investigation by the office of the fire marshal. Damage is estimated to be at $40,000.  
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
