Incident:  Fire in Abandoned Residential Triplex
Victorville, CA- At Approximately 5:45am, Firefighters from the San Bernardino County Fire Department responded to a reported residential structure fire in the 16000 block of Tracy St.

in Victorville, California. 
First arriving firefighters from Station 311 in Victorville, CA found heavy smoke conditions coming from a residential triplex. Firefighters making an aggressive interior attack, forced entry in to the structure where they found heavy smoke conditions on the interior of the structure. San Bernardino County Firefighters quickly located and extinguished the fire and conducted a search of the building for occupants in which none were found. The building was found to be vacant and abandoned. Firefighters had the fire under control within 35 minutes.
There were no injuries to civilians or firefighters. The cause of the fire is suspicious in nature and is under investigation by thee San Bernardino County Fire Department Office of the Fire Marshal.
